Before Your Field Trip: 
¶ Read the Teacher Resource Packet 
¶ Use the Pre-Visit lesson plans to introduce students to    

Tudor Place and prepare for the visit. 
¶ Use the name tag template to make name tags for your 

students. 
 
The Day of  Your Field Trip: 
¶ Use the bathroom before leaving school.  There are only 

two visitor restrooms at Tudor Place. 
¶ Help students put on their name tags. 
¶ Remind students of  appropriate museum manners. 
¶ Bring 2 chaperones, preferably classroom aides or other 

teachers. 
¶ Remind chaperones that they are responsible for keeping 

the group together and well-behaved during the museum 
visit.

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Location 
1644 31st Street, NW, Washington, D.C., between Q and R Streets.  
Tudor Place is a 20-minute walk from the Dupont Circle or Foggy Bottom 
Metrorail stops. Metrobus stops are nearby. Ample street parking is available.  
  
From Northern Maryland 
Take I-270 South towards Washington. 
I-270 South becomes Wisconsin Avenue, Rt. 355. 
Stay on Wisconsin Avenue for 6-7 miles (15-20 minutes) and go past the     
National Cathedral.  
Make a left turn onto Q Street.  Go two blocks. 
Make a left onto 31st Street. Tudor Place is located at 1644 31st Street, NW. 
Look for the large gate and tour entrance on the left.  
 
From Philadelphia or Baltimore 
Take I-95 South. As you approach the Washington Beltway (I-495) follow    
directions to I-495 towards Silver Spring or Rockville only. 
Continue on I-495. After the Connecticut Avenue exit, stay in the right lane. 
Exit I-495 at Wisconsin Avenue, Rt. 355. Follow the signs to Wisconsin     
Avenue South. 
Continue on Wisconsin Avenue for 6-7 miles (15-20 minutes) and go past the 
National Cathedral.  
Make a left turn on Q Street.  Go two blocks. 
Make a left turn on 31st Street. Tudor Place is located at 1644 31st Street, NW. 
Look for the large gate and tour entrance on the left.  
 
From Northern Virginia 
Cross Key Bridge (stay in the right lane). 
Turn right onto M Street and continue through three traffic lights, crossing 
Wisconsin Avenue. 
At the third light, turn left on 31st Street and continue for 6 blocks. Tudor 
Place is located at 1644 31st Street, NW. 
Look for the large gate and tour entrance on the left.

Introduction to the Civil War & Tudor 
Place 

 
Directions:  Read the following introduction to the Civil 
War and Tudor Place then answer the questions at the end 
of  the worksheet. 
 
 The Civil War was fought in the United States from 
1861 to 1865.  The war divided the United States.  On one 
side was the Union, made up of  Northern states.  On the 
other side was the Confederacy, made up of  Southern 
states.   South Carolina was the first Southern state to se-
cede from the Union in 1860.  The rest of  the Southern 
states seceded from the Union in 1861.   The main cause of  
the Civil War was slavery.  
 The Civil War lasted five years. Over 3 million men 
fought in the Civil War and 600,000 died. Several factors 
contributed to a Union victory. The Union Army was bigger 
because the North had a larger population. The North also 
had more railroad lines which allowed the Union Army to 
transport goods and soldiers more quickly than the  
Confederate Army. Lastly, the Northern economy was based 
on industry and the Southern economy was based on  
agriculture. Large factories in the North were able to  
produce more of  the goods needed by the Union Army.  
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 Washington, D.C, the capital 
of  the United States of  America, 
was the seat of  the Union govern-
ment. The city, sitting between the 
North and the South sates, had 
residents that were divided in their 
support. Some citizens supported 
the Confederacy and some  
supported the Union. Most of  
these people had family in either the North or the South and  
retained the principles and ideals of  either side.  

 One resident of  Washington, D.C. who  
supported the Confederacy was Britannia Peter  
Kennon. Britannia lived in Georgetown at Tudor 
Place, a house built in 1816 by her parents, Martha 
Custis Peter and Thomas Peter. Her mother,  
Martha Custis Peter, was the step-granddaughter of  
George Washington. Britannia supported the  
Confederacy because her family was originally from 
Virginia and she had many relatives living in the 

south. The Kennon family household included enslaved men and 
women who cooked, cleaned, and maintained the house and 
grounds.  
 Britannia left Washington, D.C. before the start of  the Civil 
War but moved back to the city when she heard that large houses 
like Tudor Place were being turned into hospitals for Union  
Soldiers. She knew Tudor Place would be destroyed if  it was 
turned into a hospital. In order to save her home, she turned  
Tudor Place into a boarding house for Union Officers.  
 On your tour you will learn about how the Civil War  
changed the lives of  the people who lived in Georgetown and  
Tudor Place.
